Thought Question
Reread 2 Samuel 11:1-17. What sins did David commit in this story? What does this story teach us about the nature of sin?

Idleness (1); lust (2); adultery (4); deception (5-13); evil influence: encouraging drunkenness (13); murder (14-17).

We observe the progressive nature of sin – how one sin often leads to another. We also see how sin impacts more lives than just the sinner’s (11:17; cf. 12:14-18).
