Who wrote most of the Proverbs and to whom were they written (see Prov. 1:1-9)? What are some of the chief themes found in this first section of the book? Solomon (1:1) wrote to his son (1:4-10, etc.). Chief themes: fear the Lord (1:7; 2:5; 3:7; 9:10-12); avoid bad company (1:10-19; 4:14-19), laziness (6:6-11), sexual immorality (2:16-22; 5:1-23; 6:23-35; 7:1-27; 9:13-18); seek wisdom (1:20-2:22; 3:13-26; 8:1-9:6); listen to parents (1:8-9; 6:20-22, etc.)
